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Hidden Lake Sewer Improvement Project
Construction moves forward!

Construction of the county’'s new Boeing Creek Trunk
Sewer began in Innis Arden in June. The county’s contrac-
tor is also replacing some water lines for Seattle Public
Utilities (SPU) and some local sewers for Ronald Wastewa-
ter District. New sewer construction in Innis Arden is ex-
pected to be completed in late 2008.

Sewer construction work began along Northwest 190th
Street, just west of the Innis Arden Clubhouse, and is mov-
ing south. Work in Innis Arden is challenging because all
utilities are underground and the sewers are located below
all other utility lines and are the deepest utility in the
ground. Temporary road or single lane closures are often
required, and materials and equipment need to be stored
along the roadways. Flaggers have been directing traffic to
maintain access during construction. Some traffic delays
can be anticipated.

Seattle Public Utilities has installed temporary above-

ground water lines to maintain water service during the
installation of new pipes. Problems with water pressure
should be reported to SPU project manager Charles Oppelt
at 206-615-1314.

The other components of the county’s Hidden Lake Sewer
Improvement Project are also moving forward. Construc-
tion near Boeing Creek Park is winding down and will be
complete by late 2007. Work on the new Hidden Lake
Pump Station near Shoreview Park is continuing and will
be completed by early 2009. King County's Hidden Lake
Sewer Improvement Project will increase sewer system
reliability and protect public health and the environment by
reducing overflows to Puget Sound.

King County staff has been working with the Innis Arden
Clubhouse and swim club staff, and with neighbors, to pro-
vide advance notice of work and minimize construction im-
pacts. Residents are encouraged to call the 24 hour con-
struction hotline at 206-205-5968 or e-mail jenni-
fer.kauffman@kingcounty.gov with questions or concerns.
