President's Report - Mike Jacobs:

The Club received a check for $56K in the Tronsen
matter representing partial payment of attorney's fees
and fines. The Club has a motion pending to have a
receiver appointed to oversee the cleanup of the exte-
rior and interior of the house. In Carlson I, the Club
has a motion pending to have Judge Mertel re-
assigned to the case for purposes of ruling on the mo-
tion for an order of distribution of funds to satisfy the
judgment.
