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Innis Arden Board Meeting Minutes 
December 8, 2009 

  
The meeting was called to order by President Mike 
Jacobs at 7:07 p.m. 
  
Attending the meeting: Harley O'Neil, Kathi Peterson, 
Bob Allen, Dave Fosmire, Mike Jacobs 
Absent: Shannon Martsolf, Pat French, Rick Leary 
and Brian Branagan 
  
The minutes of the November, 2009 meeting were 
approved. 
  
Mike Jacobs - President 
    In Carlson 2, the Court of Appeals has set the oral 
argument date for January 7th at 9:30 a.m. The 
clean-up of the Tronsen property is nearing comple-
tion. Garbage, rubbish, old food containers, and 
many dead rat carcasses were removed, the exterior 
was painted, and the shrubbery was trimmed away 
from the house. The Club will be petitioning the Court 
for permission to height-reduce trees on the property 
which have been determined to violate the cove-
nants.  
  
The Club received a letter from the City requesting 
the qualifications of the geotechnical expert hired to 
analyze Bear Reserve in connection with the Club's 
request for a permit exemption to remove 11 trees. 
The Club will be forwarding that information to the 
City. 
  
Dave Fosmire - Vice President 
    The Compliance Committee received petitions 
from Innis Arden resident Mark Carlstrom regarding 
trees alleged to be over rooftop height and view 
blocking on the properties owned by Jane Glascock 
and Mary Filipovic. The committee concurred that the 
trees are over roof height and the Board voted to 
hold hearings. Dave will send letters to 
the respondents advising of a hearing on January 13, 
2010. A site visit by the Board may be scheduled 
prior to the hearing.  
  
Tomorrow, December 9, 2009 the Board will hold a 
Compliance Hearing to consider tree height and view 
blocking trees on the property of Jeffrey Ledbetter. 
 
Shannon Martsolf - Secretary 
     The annual shareholders' meeting will be held at 
the clubhouse on Wednesday, January 20, 2010. 
The meeting is scheduled to begin at 8 p.m. (Editorôs 
correction: Sign-in starts at 6, meeting scheduled for 
7). Voting will start at the clubhouse at 4 p.m. If a 
resident cannot attend the meeting, he/she 

is strongly urged to give their proxy to a neighbor to 
submit at the meeting on their behalf or vote early. 
The meeting cannot be held until a quorum is pre-
sent or a total of 270 ballots have been received. If 
anyone can help with the election before the meet-
ing, please contact Innis Arden secretary, Shannon 
Martsolf at 206-533-1858. 
  
Pat French - Treasurer 
    For the period ending 11/30/2009, we have ap-
proximately 324,000 in cash, a decrease of 58,000 
from the prior month, mainly due to normal operating 
expenses and costs associated with the clubhouse 
remodel.  The cash balance is broken down between 
reserves for future capital expendi-
tures, improvements to our infrastructure and funding 
for ongoing operating expenses, and future legal 
costs associated with the ongoing Carlson matter.    
  
During the month approximately 5 liens were filed in 
regard to non-payment of annual dues assess-
ments.    
  
Overall, our expenditures are within our 2009 
budget.  The 2010 board budget was mailed to 
shareholders in November.  The budget will be voted 
on at the annual meeting in January.  The dues for 
2010 will be the same as the prior 3 years at $495.   
   
Rick Leary - Reserves 
    We had a group of volunteers help finish the 
cleanup and chipping of the shrubs in Reserve A and 
B on the Wednesday before Thanksgiving.  I thank 
Bob Allen, Judy Allen, and John Cox for their help 
along with the two man crew of Greenridge Land-
scaping.  Eva Zsido provided refreshments 
and healthy snacks for the hard working crew. We 
have received four bids from various tree services to 
use a stump grinder to remove the several larger 
stumps and many smaller stumps.  The smaller 
stumps are primarily laurel and the hedge that use to 
line the edge of the road in Reserve B.  We need to 
do this so we can discourage the re-growth of the 
laurel.  It will also make planting whatever we decide 
on much easier.  
  
    People have suggested putting in Rhododendron, 
Dogwood, and native Pacific Northwest plants.  It 
has also been suggested that we put a gravel path to 
make the area more accessible to residents.  Ian 
Walker, member of the local Rhododendron Society, 
is looking into seeing if we can get a number 
of plants that have become too large for their small 
demonstration area.  We do not have any definite plan as 
yet.  If you would like to make suggestions or participate in

    Several of us also want to look into getting the original 
globed street lamps at the Richmond Beach Road en-
trance restored and active.  I am working with City Light to 
see what can be done to put these back in service.  If this 
can be done, we will see if the giant "T" shaped street 
lamp can be removed.   
  
Harley O'Neil - Clubhouse 
    Harley reported that a lot has been happening in the 
Clubhouse the last few weeks.  Judy and Bob Allen as 
well as Kathi Peterson have given an inordinate amount of 
time to seeing the Clubhouse kitchen remodeled, the re-
moval of the vinyl, mitigating the asbestos underlayment, 
and the grinding and polishing of the concrete to make it 
safe and attractive.  Many trips were made by the Allens 
to pick up materials so that the work in the kitchen could 
move along smoothly under a very tight time-line.   
 
Prior to the work being started in the kitchen and main 
room, the Clubhouse took in $2,000 in income and paid 
out $165.74 in expenses for the month of November.  A 
Christmas Party was held this past weekend and now the 
Clubhouse is being used for our monthly Board meet-
ing.  This coming weekend, a wedding reception will be 
held and another wedding will soon follow.  I expect the 
Clubhouse will be getting a lot more attention by prospec-
tive renters.  Tomorrow, December 9, granite counter-tops 
will be installed in the kitchen and by Friday new granite 
back splash will be installed.   If all goes well the plumbing 
for the sinks will be completed on Friday as well.  
  
    Harley reported that the Innis Arden Board would like to 
encourage community use of the Clubhouse and with that 
in mind would like to emphasize that the Clubhouse is 
available ñFree of chargeò for groups of Innis Arden resi-
dents.  Harley moved and Kathi Peterson seconded a mo-
tion to reduce the rates charged Monday thru Thursday to 
$50.00 per hour for resident sponsored gatherings and 
$100.00 per hour for non-resident sponsored gatherings. 
The motion passed unanimously so if anyone in the Innis 
Arden community wants to rent the clubhouse during the 
week, the rental fee will only be $50.00 per hour. There 
will be no cleaning fee if the clubhouse does not need to 
be cleaned.  Rental Agreements can be downloaded from 
the computer by going to www.innisarden.com

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to quit working and go home mid-day. (Thank you Ava!) 
Also joining in the work were new Innis Arden residents 
John and Sue Cox. (Thank you John and Sue!) Rick Leary 
wants to re-electrify the traditional lights at the Innis Arden 
entrance and Judy can get globes for them. 
  
    Ewa Sledziewski, a member of the Activities Commit-
tee, asked about the recent decision to purchase a resi-
dential dishwasher for the new clubhouse kitchen instead 
of a commercial steam dishwasher which the Activities 
Committee requested. The Board, after hearing all the 
pros and cons, couldn't justify the purchase of a $4,500 
(plus some rebates) steam dishwasher for a facility which 
is only used twice a year for events requiring a dish-
washer. It was decided that whatever dishwasher was pur-
chased, it should be one which can be used by anyone 
and not someone specifically trained in its use. The resi-
dential one purchased was available locally, affordable, 
able to be used by anyone using the kitchen and can han-
dle up to 50 glasses or 14 place settings in a 25 minute 
washing cycle. Steam type commercial dishwashers emit 
so much steam that cabinetry cannot be installed within 6 

feet of the dishwasher. The Activities Committee re-
quested more cabinetry in the kitchen to store their plat-
ters, dishes, glasses, coffee pots and other items. Provid-
ing more cabinetry and also installing a steam type dish-
washer weren't compatible. Members of the Activities 
Committee also mentioned that they've had a difficult time 
recruiting people to head up community events because of 
the time it takes cleaning up after clubhouse social events. 
They felt using a commercial steam dishwasher, which 
comes with a 3 minute washing cycle, would cut down on 
clean-up time after events. The Board members feel that 
those running community events could use volunteer high 
school students desiring to earn volunteer community ser-
vice credit to help with clean-up duties in the kitchen thus 
helping take the work load off the organizers or hire some 
post-event help. 
  
The meeting was adjourned at 8:15 p.m.
