Edward FLICK, 
M.D. Was laid to 
rest beside his be-
loved wife, Irene, 
on January 15, 
2007. He was to be 
91 years old on 
February 7. Dr. 
Edward Flick de-
voted his life to his 
family and his pro-
fession. He was 
born and raised in 
South Philadelphia 

to an immigrant family that placed the value of educa-
tion above all else. At age 16 he received his diploma 
from South Philadelphia High School for Boys and went 
on to study at the University of Pennsylvania. After 
graduating from Penn, he found himself unable to gain 
admission to an American medical school due to ethnic 
quota restrictions, so he began his medical training in 
Scotland and later transferred to Chicago Medical 
School, from which he received his medical degree in 
1944. While an intern, Dr. Flick met the love of his life, 
Irene Hogren, a pediatric nurse. However, WWII beck-
oned and he served as a Lieutenant Physician in the 
Navy. After returning from service and completing his 
medical residency, he married Irene, and together they 
built a general practice in Chicago. In 1958, he and Irene 
made a decision to specialize in Ophthalmology and 
toured France and Switzerland to learn how to use the 
latest procedures and instruments. When they returned to 
the US he moved the family to Seattle, Washington, to 
begin his ophthalmologic practice, with Irene as his 

nurse and optician. He and Irene traveled the globe seek-
ing new and educational experiences, such as an expedi-
tion to Antarctica and volunteering as medical workers 
on an Israeli kibbutz. Dr. Flick is survived by his dearly 
loved grandsons, Gabriel and Benjamin, and his chil-
dren, Kate, Keith, and Kyle, all names beginning with a 
K in honor of his mother, Kate Flick. Dr. Edward Flick 
lived believing that life was precious and no moment 
squandered.  
 
Orliss WILDERMUTH, 
MD. Orliss "Wildie" Wilder-
muth, MD, age 90, passed 
away January 10, 2007, from 
natural causes related to con-
gestive heart disease. Dr. 
Wildermuth was one of six 
children born to Ava Dutton 
and Jerome Wildermuth in 
Fargo, North Dakota. After 
graduating from the medical school at the University of 
Missouri, Orliss attended the University Of Cincinnati 
College Of Medicine, receiving an advanced degree in 
radiology in 1943. After graduation, Orliss joined the 
U.S. Navy and spent the next four years as Chief Medi-
cal Officer on the USS Gherardi. Orliss and his wife, 
Betty Kilgus Wildermuth raised their family in Innis 
Arden and were both active members of that commu-
nity. Upon his retirement in 1979, Orliss and Betty 
moved to San Diego County, where he began a second 
career as an avocado gardener, at one time farming more 
than 17 acres.

A motion was made and seconded to approve the 2006 

Annual Meeting Minutes corrected to show that Carol 
Solle was present as Activities Chair and to expand the 
vote reporting to include that out of a possible 538 ballots, 
389 were cast either in person or by proxy, easily meeting 
our simple-majority quorum requirement of 270. The mo-
tion carried unanimously.

Candidate speeches 
were made and shareholder questions answered by Shan-
non Martsolf, Pat French, and Kathi Peterson. Committee 
reports were given by Chairpersons for Activities, Treas-
urer, Grounds, Clubhouse, and Building and Remodels.

 The meeting was called to order by Board President Mi-
chael Jacobs at 7:07 pm. 
 
 Board Members Present: Michael Jacobs- President, David 
Fosmire- Vice President, Pat French - Treasurer, Shannon 
Martsolf - Secretary, Kathi Petersen – Grounds. 
 
 Board Members Absent: Bob Allen - Buildings and Re-
models, Harley O’Neil- Clubhouse, Brian Dodd- Reserves, 
Tracy Landboe - Activities.   
 
 Prior to the beginning of official board business, a presen-
tation to the board was made by the IA/Richmond Beach 
Daisy Scouts Troup which included their pledge, a song 
and a basket filled with thank you notes and “Daisy-made” 
cookies for the board in recognition of allowing the troupe 
to use the IA Clubhouse as their twice-monthly meeting 
location. 
 
 A motion was made and seconded to approve the 2007 
January Board Meeting Minutes. Motion carried 5-0. 
 

 Committee Reports: 
Treasurer’s Report – Pat French:  Pat distributed the 
January financial statements. He noted a $5,000 increase in 
revenue position due to a payment received from our insur-
ance company from legal fees. Annual dues statements 
went out February 1st. Pat will ask Carol to get updated 
homeowner list to Russ Cole to ensure that all homeowners 
appropriately receive their statement. Dave Fosmire re-
quested that columns be added to the balance 
sheet/accounts receivables for interest due on outstanding 
dues and fees as well as lien costs indicated which would 
need to be collected prior to the release of any liens. 
President’s Report – Mike Jacobs:  Presented an update 
on the legal cases involving the Club. We have settled in 
the Maddox case. Our insurance company is paying 
Maddox $5,000 to settle the case. Maddox in turn has to 
pay the Club $1,512.50 in past dues owing plus the 2007 
dues. Once this occurs, the club will release the lien against 
the property. In the Cottingham case, the trial date has 
been continued from May to October 22, 2007. The plain-
tiffs appealed the court decision denying class action and 
have requested more time to prepare for the case. The court 
will require an alternate dispute resolution process. In the 
Carlson case, summary judgment on behalf of the club 
was granted. We will be seeking attorneys’ fees. Judge 
Mertel turned down Carlson’s request for reconsideration.    
Judge Mertel decided that pursuant to RCW 64.38, the 
Club is a homeowners' association with inherent authority 
as a common interest community to enact Bylaw IV.6, 

Compliance Procedures , that the Club's application of that 
bylaw to the Carlsons’ is valid, and dismissed the Carlsons' 
claim that the bylaw is invalid. 
Vice President’s Report – Dave Fosmire:  Dave indicated 
that no new compliance matters had been brought to the 
board’s attention in the last month. He has recommended 
revisions to the process involving parties who have se-
lected binding dispute resolution/arbitration. He would like 
the board to consider of adopting the recommendations. 
Mike Jacobs will forward the recommendations on to our 
counsel for an opinion. A site visit by the board has been 
schedule in the Rust matter for Saturday, February 24th, 
2pm. Dave Fosmire will send letter to the Morales’s notify-
ing them of the visit. The Board held hearings on February 
7 in the Smit v Flick matter and dismissed the fines im-
posed and continued the Howard, Steele, Mackey v 
Dragoy, Knauer/Montgomery, Oughton matter to the 
March 21 hearing date. A Compliance deadline for the 
Martsolf v. Burns arbiter's decision will be set on February 
21. 
Secretary’s Report – Shannon Martsolf – no report 
Buildings and Remodels report – in Bob Allen’s absence, 
Jacobs reported that the board would be reviewing two re-
model project plans at the March meeting including Steve 
Gwinn (17750 13th Ave NW) and Sig Hanson (18361 8th 
Ave NW). 
Grounds Report – Kathi Peterson - discussed Judy Al-
len's planned work for new signage marking the entrances 
and exits to Innis Arden. The existing signage is outdated 
and in disrepair. Some exits to the community are not 
marked at all. Judy Allen has volunteered and taken the 
lead on the project and has asked to be included on the 
March agenda to report her progress. 
Activities – in Tracy’s absence, Shelley Brodersen  re-
ported:  The community had a very successful newcomers 
party on Friday, 2/9 at the Clubhouse. It was well attended 
and a good time was had by all. All official collection dates 
for the Rummage Sale are completed; however neighbors 
can still drop off their rummage during set-up the last week 
of February and the first week of March. Volunteers are 
still needed either during the weekdays of set-up or on the 
weekend. 
Reserves, Clubhouse: no report. 
 

Board Agenda 
Change to wording between arbitration and binding 
dispute resolution:  Mike Jacobs indicated a recommenda-
tion to change the term “arbitration” to “binding dispute 
resolution” in the covenant compliance bylaw. Substituting 
this phrase would eliminate the confusion around the proc-
ess. We are operating under the authority of 64.38 HOA 
and there is some concern that arbitration might be reflec-
tive of the more restrictive code under 7.04: RCW Disposi-

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tions, Arbitration. 
 
 There was some community discussion centering on a de-
sire that the change would not result in restricting a home-
owner’s right to appeal. Jacobs discussed that the change 
actually ensures a more informal, less restrictive environ-
ment. A motion was carried to consider the change, motion 
carried 5 -0. Motion will be voted on in March meeting. 
 
 Recommendation to remove “Warranty of Compli-
ance” from the buildings and remodel process:  The 
warranty of compliance was adopted by the board as a pol-
icy in 2003. It is now redundant. We have a ruling on 
1/6/07 by Judge Mertel that our bylaw procedure is en-
forceable which eliminates the need for the Warranty of 

Compliance. The board will vote on the motion to remove 
the requirement from the buildings and remodel process in 
the March meeting. 
 
 Letter from Bernice Eike re: construction noise:  Mike 
Jacobs was in receipt of a letter from Mrs. Eike expressing 
concern over the construction noise related to Metro’s pro-
ject. Mike will contact the responsible parties to see if there 
is any way they can mitigate the noise concerns. 
 
 Board adjourned at 7:55pm.

SPRING PLANTING & PRUNING 
 
With the arrival of spring, it is time for a reminder con-
cerning the planting and trimming of trees & shrub-
bery. In a view community such as ours, there is a need 
to protect each other’s view corridors.  
 
Every species of tree or shrub has different height, 
width and spacing needs. When planting new trees and 
shrubs, make sure your selection is compatible with the 
site conditions. Consider your neighbor’s view corridor 
and the proximity to other trees or buildings in order to 
prevent problems before they occur.   
 
Tree topping or the drastic removal or cutting back of 
large branches in mature trees causes immediate injury 
to the tree and ultimately results in early failure or 
death of the tree. According to Phil Wood writing for 
the Seattle Times, "If you have to top a tree to keep it 
out of a view, it is time to take it out and replace it with 
a plant that will stop growing before it infringes into 
the view. Topping trees is not only expensive to pay for 
initially, but exposes you to further expenses when the 
regrowth that will surely occur needs to be removed 
again, and when the tree needs to come down because 

it was been made weak and 
prone to disease by the 
process." 
 
This is a good time to talk 
with those around you con-
cerning the need for proper 
and effective trimming. All 
of us are winners when 
improved views and 
healthy, beautiful trees 
contribute to increased 
property values. 

Trees- the root of the problem  
(taken from the Ronald Wastewater Review) 

 
 Trees are a wonderful part of 
nature. They beautify our 
property, improve the quality 
of life, and clean the air. Plant 
them when your children are 
small- wait- and watch them 
both grow and grow and grow. 
Sounds great huh? It is except 
when the trees are planted 
over a side sewer line. 
Chances are about the time 
your kids become teenagers, 
those trees’ roots could start to 
cause trouble inside the side sewer. 
 
 A tree’s roots grow down into the soil looking for min-
erals and nutrients and moisture to feed the tree and 
help it grow. These roots have an uncanny ability to 
find sewer pipes and invade them thru even the small-
est cracks or openings. Once inside the sewer pipe the 
little root can increase in size and become several feet 
long, eventually filling the pipe completely. 
 
 While the newer plastic (PVC) pipe is much more root 
intrusion resistant than concrete sewer pipe, there are 
still many thousands of homes using concrete sewer 
pipe. In either case it’s not a good idea to plant trees 
over any underground utilities. Replacing utilities that 
are under large trees can increase costs. 
 
 Before you plant trees, contact the Utilities Under-
ground Location Center at 1-800-424-5555 to locate 
your underground utilities, and plant accordingly.
