January 13, 2009 Minutes
Innis Arden Board Meeting

The meeting was called to order by Board President
Michael Jacobs at 7:06 pm.

Board Members Present: Michael Jacobs- President;
Dave Fosmire — Vice President; Shannon Martsolf -
Secretary; Pat French — Treasurer; Bob Allen — Build-
ings & Remodels, Harley O’'Neil - Clubhouse; Kathi
Peterson — Grounds; Brian Branagan — Activities;
Rick Leary — Reserves;

Board Members Absent: none

Minutes: A motion was made to ratify the December
minutes. Minutes passed 7-0, (Brian Branagan and
Rick Leary were not present at the onset of the meet-
ing to vote.)

Committee Reports

A. Treasurer — Pat French: The
cash balance at the end of Decem-
ber was 166,497. This is a de-
crease of approximately 32,000
from the prior month, mainly due to
continued legal expenses. The
cash balance is broken down by
100,000 for reserves and 66,000 for
operating expenses. Because of
legal expense recaptures, for 2008,
the net expenses were 25,000 un-
der budget, and revenues were 20,000 over the 2008
budget.

B. President - Mike Jacobs: Legal
Update: Peter Eglick obtained an
order from Judge Mertel in Carlson
| requiring the Carlsons to post a
$45,000 increase in the appeal
bond. We anticipate receiving a
decision from the State Supreme
Court by April whether it will accept
discretionary review of the Court of
Appeals ruling in favor of the Club.
Mr. Tronsen posted a $120K cash
bond in the registry of the Superior Court which auto-
matically stays the foreclosure process for six
months. The Club intends to bring further legal action
to enforce the injunctive portion of the judgment re-
quiring that Tronsen bring his property into compli-
ance.

Vice President — David Fosmire:
The Compliance committee re-
ceived one new petition and notice
was given to the respondent. The
Falkenhagen and Drake petitions
were withdrawn by the petitioners
since the matters were resolved be-
tween the parties by bringing the
non-compliant trees into compli-
ance. The letter about the Cook
property was sent to the Board by a
person who is not a resident of Innis Arden and there-
fore has no standing to petition the Board for relief.

One new compliance petition has been received in
January, awaiting a reply from the respondent.

sented by Mr. Dulcich's cousin, John Dulcich. On
their behalf, John Dulcich requested an addi-
tional 30 days to work on a solution. The Board
voted unanimously to require the Dulcichs to re-
move the portion of the roof and walls which vio-
late the covenants and which have not been ap-
proved by the Board. To date no application for
remodel has been submitted to the Board or the
Building and Remodel chair. The violation was
discovered October 31, 2008.The removal must
be completed by February 14th. President Ja-
cobs will inform the Dulcichs by letter. John Dul-
cich was present for the decision.

F. Activities — Brian Branagan: The
Activities Committee will provide
refreshments for Board meetings
starting in February. We are ex-
ploring Evites and online event reg-
istration as a way to save money
and paper.

Reserves — Rick Leary: In various
reserves 7 trees failed due to dis-
ease, 2 failed due to erosion, and 4
were snagged due to the wind.

| received good comments from
three shareholders about the Bear
Vegetation Management Plan. |
thank the shareholders for their sug- |
gestions. The most significant sug-
gestions were a.) make the VMP
into a stand alone document and the cutting requests
as a supplement, b.) citing relevant City, County, and
State Regulations, and c.) making the people request-
ing trees to be cut responsible for the cost of cutting
and any mitigation. | incorporated all of these sug-
gestions and Mike Jacobs has reviewed. The Bear
VMP can now serve as a template for the other Re-
serves that do not currently have a VMP. Motion was
made to adopt the Bear Reserve Vegetation plan,
passed 9-0.

A second motion was made to approve the planned
removal of trees, meeting city requirements per the
VMP in Bear Reserve, Ron Salvino submitted the re-
gquest and offered to cover the costs of the work. Mo-
tion passed 9 — 0.

On Monday evening | presented the erosion problems
along Storm Creek to the City Council in Storm
Creek. Judy Allen and | gave Councilman Keith
McGlashan a tour of lower Eagle Reserve. We will
also being giving Public Works Director of Mark Relph
a tour next week. During the recent rains | have
measured water flows that are 42 times the flow rate
when it is just fed by the Spring in the Hillwood
Neighborhood. My calculation on erosion suggest
that between 600 and 900 tons of soil have been
eroded from Eagle Reserve and smothered the Eagle
Grass beds in Puget Sound. | also pointed out the
potential of trees failing and falling on either the Aker
or Harrington homes due to erosion by Storm

Creek. | will monitor and work with the City to see if
they will respond.

Finally, Maggie Taber submitted a request for remov-
ing several significant trees from Blue Heron Reserve.

H. Grounds — Kathi Peterson:

Two weeks ago, during a severe
windstorm, some damage occurred
to the tennis courts. | received an
email from Innis Arden resident Pat
Dornay indicating a dead tree had
fallen from Innis Arden property
onto the tennis court fence. The
newly installed windscreen broke

loose at the top as intended when severe winds blow
to preclude any bending of the fencing poles. Nine
poles on the south side of the tennis court bent any-
way. Four of the top poles came loose also. | received
a bid from Economy Fence for $858 to do the repairs.

A motion was made to approve $9,000 in grounds al-
location contingent on evaluation of the budget during
the May meeting and receiving the $5,000 in a city of
Shoreline mini-grant. Motion passed 9 — 0.

Documentation for 4 Innis Arden entrance signs at the
minor entrance locations was presented to the Board
by Judy Allen. Projected estimated costs are $13,285.
Approval of $9,000. expenditure from the Grounds
budget for 2009 was approved pending the City of
Shoreline approval of a $5,000 matching mini grant
available to Innis Arden through Council of Neighbor-
hoods.

I. Clubhouse — Harley O’Neil:
Income for December was
$980.00, deposits for upcoming
rentals and payment for election.
No expenses in December. Total
income for the year was $21,000,
20% over the 2008 budget.

Community Comments:

Dick Rust suggested that those requesting tree cut-
ting for the purpose of view improvement be responsi-
ble for the cost of cutting and any required mitigation.
Dick also congratulated Rick on the work and energy
required to put together the vegetation management

plan for Bear Reserve and how it would positively im-
pact the community.

Chip Frohlich suggested that Rick Leary share the
Bear VMP with the City of Shoreline to “close the
loop” regarding communications about potential tree
cutting and view improvements in the Reserves. As a
courtesy, Rick had already forwarded to the city the
documents approximately two weeks prior to the
meeting.

Bill Victory encouraged all shareholders to participate
in the upcoming discussion at the February Board
Meeting with Dick Deal from the City of Shoreline re-
garding the city’s plans to turn Reserve M into a city
park.

Tent City:

Susan Leonhardi — came on behalf of Calvin Presby-
terian church to provide a presentation on Tent City 3.
To respond to the community’s concern, the church
created a child watch patrol, six shifts throughout the
day to ensure that the community and inhabitants of
tent city are mutually respectful. The church did sig-
nificant work on communicating the outreach to the
community and discussing any concerns residents
and neighbors may have related to the temporary
housing. The church is asking for support via dona-
tions for warm weather gear — pants/jeans specifi-
cally, batteries, and tents, volunteering time to support
a shift on block watch, food and of course, cash dona-
tions. A number of organizations are working to-
gether to provide support including the city of Shore-
line and the community college. Tent City is vacating
February 28th, after their 90 day length of stay.
Harley O’Neil suggested that the IA board sponsor a
spaghetti feed for the community.
