Innis Arden Board Meeting  

 
The meeting was called to order by Board President Mi-
chael Jacobs at 7:08 pm.     
 
Board Members Present: Michael Jacobs - President;  
Dave Fosmire ï Vice President; Shannon Martsolf - Secre-
tary; Bob Allen ï Buildings & Remodels, Harley OôNeil  - 
Clubhouse; Kathi Peterson ï Grounds; Pat French - Treas-
urer, Brian Branangan - Activities 
 
Board Members Absent:  Rick Leary 
 
Minutes:   A motion was made to ratify the December min-
utes. Motion passed 8-0.     
 

Committee Reports  
Pat French ï Treasurer:  
For the period ending 12/31/2009, our cash was comprised 
of approximately 146,000 in operating cash and 128,000 
for reserves.  The operating cash decreased 50,000 from 
the prior month, mainly due to normal operating expenses, 
legal fees and remaining costs associated with the club-
house improvements.  In December, the Club received 
10,000 from the activities committee toward the kitchen 
remodel.  The cash balance is broken down between re-
serves for future capital expenditures, infrastructure im-
provements, funding for ongoing operating expenses, and 
legal expenses associated with the City of Shoreline. 
 
President -   Mike Jacobs:   
Legal Update:  The Carlson 2 Court of Appeals argument 
occurred on January 7th. The Carlsons appealed Judge 
Lum's decision to dismiss their case with prejudice. The 
Club filed a cross-appeal seeking its attorney's fees. The 
decision is expected within four to six months. The Tronsen 
property has been eradicated of rodents and gar-
bage under supervision of the Superior Court appointed 
receiver whose fees have been paid by Mr. Tronsen.  
 
The Club will be applying for a permit to re- landscape the 
front entrance since the City Code requires a permit to 
landscape areas more than 3000 square feet in area. 
 
Vice President ï David Fosmire:  
David Fosmire called the covenant compliance committee 
into session.  Committee members made a threshold deter-
mination that trees on the Eadie property at 1455 NW 188

are higher than roof height and recommended the petition

Secretary - Shannon Martsolf:     
Shannon reported that preparations for the 2010 Annual 
Meeting were going well.  The board has already received 
approximately 40 proxies via their PO Box.  The club re-
quires a quorum of 270 shareholders in order to commence

Grounds and Reserves ï combined report, Kathi Peter-
son:   
In the absence of Rick Leary, the reports for Grounds and 
Reserves have been combined this month. 
 
Volunteers over the past several months cleared out debris 
and invasive vegetation at the Innis Arden entrance to pre-
pare for new signage and a new landscape design. Before 
leaving for California, Rick Leary received four bids for 
clearing stumps and making the areas (Reserves 
A&B) plantable. Rick contracted with Innis Arden resident 
John Hushagen who began grinding stumps, taking down 
low hanging limbs and skirting up some trees.  
 
A City of Shoreline worker stopped by while John's crew 
was working and red tagged the project for failure to have 
approved Clearing and Grading permits from the City, thus 
completely shutting down work at the entrance. We learned 
that property over 3,000 sq. ft. requires such permits. In 
order to obtain Clearing and Grading permits, the City also 
requires a landscape design plan to accompany the appli-
cations along with a stump evaluation which is being done 
for us by John Hushagen.  
 
A committee of Innis Arden residents was formed to meet 
with Jeremy Reding from Boxwood to discuss elements of

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a new design plan. The committee met with Jeremy 
who guided the group into listing some creative, visually 
enhancing and functioning ideas for the re-landscape of the 
entrance. Jeremy is now drawing up some plans which will 
be on display at the January 20th Shareholders' Meeting.  
 
We ordered a professional survey to be done of both Re-
serves and property boundary stakes are now in place. 
We'll be submitting our application for Clearing and Grad-
ing permits as soon as possible and once approved, we'll 
begin work on the new landscape which originally was 
comprised of a lot of dead, dying and tired vegetation. The 
goal is to have an entrance which reflects the landscape of 
Innis Arden homes, has color year round, and contains 
vegetation indigenous of the Pacific Northwest.  
 
Clubhouse ï Harley OôNeil:   
Harley reported that the income for December was $1,300 
and the expenses were $150.00.  After the Christmas 
Party, one of the toilets in the men's room was plugged and 
when after it was unplugged a 6" clear tong was pulled out 
which had been used in the salad bowl on the serving ta-
ble.  Harley assumed that one of the people cleaning up 
decided to throw the remains of the salad down the toilet 
and did not see the tong.   
 
Just to be sure, the video surveillance was looked at and it 
was interesting to note that no one brought a salad bowl 
into the bathroom, but it was noted that a small group of 
boys were running in and out of the bathroom, having a 
marvelous time.  I think we will all have to watch our young-
sters during these family events because it is so thrilling for 
young people to watch things swirl around in a toilet and 
then go bye, bye.  For the sake of the innocent we have not 
identified the boys involved. 
  
Kathi Peterson gave a report on the remodel of the Kitchen 
and the removal of the vinyl in both the main room and the 
kitchen which had been glued to the floor with a product 
that had asbestos in it.  The asbestos has now been re-
moved and the concrete floor buffed. Kathiôs report is be-
low. 
 

Board Agenda  
 
Kitchen Remodel Report ï Kathi Peterson:  
The remodeling of the Innis Arden kitchen was completed 
on December 11, 2009, one day early and considerably 
under budget. Harley O'Neil very generously volunteered 
the use of his talented and skilled construction crew to pre-
form the construction labor. A fabulous team from SL Stone 
Granite & Marble installed black granite on our new fire-
place hearth, on two new movable carts and installed 
Chroma (engineered antimicrobial granite) in the kitchen. In 
order to meet our tight timeline, the stone crafts-
men worked all day and all night in order to have the 
kitchen ready for a December 12th wedding.  
 
The cabinetry and under cabinet lighting were purchased 
from IKEA. Bill and Kathy Lilleness, Innis Arden residents 

and owners of Best Plumbing, gave us excellent pricing on 
new stainless steel sinks and faucets and were extremely 
knowledgeable and generous with their time and ad-
vice. We also bought two 1 HSP disposals from Best 
Plumbing.  
 
We bought two new stoves and a new microwave for the 
kitchen from Jack Roberts Appliance in Shoreline and a 
new dishwasher and hot water heater from Lowe's. The 
Activities Committee requested locks be installed on the 
cabinet doors to provide security for the new dishes and 
glassware they'll be purchasing for upcoming community 
activities. In addition to the kitchen, several other improve-
ments were made to the clubhouse at the same time.  
 
The clubhouse flooring was removed and asbestos materi-
als abated by Action Abatement. Harvey Construction 
worked over a week doing floor repairs, and applying a dye 
and a diamond grind polish of the floors which now only 
need a damp mop to maintain. The project couldn't have 
been done without the expertise of talented interior de-
signer and Innis Arden resident Judy Allen who worked 
daily with the construction crew and specialty contractors to 
make certain all work was done perfectly.  
 
Judy and Bob Allen made over ten trips to IKEA to pick up 
cabinetry parts as some were back ordered. They worked 
with Bill at Best Plumbing and Frank's Doors in North 
City in order to get the best products for the kitchen. Pro-
jects like this couldn't be done for the cost and quality of 
work without thousands of donated hours by Innis Arden 
volunteers such as Bob and Judy Allen, Harley O'Neil and 
the exceptional members of the Activities Committee: Jeri 
Jacobsen, Karen Sando, Neale Obedin and Moira Blair. 
Our sincere thanks go to all the volunteers for the generous 
amount of time they devoted toward the final outcome!

¶ The council urges pedestrians not to wear dark clothes 
while walking: A pedestrian was struck by a car and 
killed in Briarcrest. The person was dressed in dark 
colors.
