Letter to the Editor

On July 6th at about 4:30 am our whole family was awak-
ened by a women'’s distressful screaming and other loud
screeching sounds. It was coming from the property im-
mediately to our east. The next day | called the police to
inquire if all was well or if there was something we should
know about. However, they had not been called to the
house so didn’t know what the screaming might have
been related to.

So when | got home from work that night | called the
neighbors’ house and spoke with the people who have
been renting the property. As it turns out, the concern
related to a pack of raccoons that had taken down the
resident’s 180 pound dog. She reported that there were a
total of four raccoons with three physically on her dog and
a 4™ attempting to assist the other 3. The resident
screamed and screamed and then ran into her house to
get pepper spray. The raccoons were screeching. The dog
was badly injured and was taken to the vet. As it turns
out, this is the second raccoon attack at this residence.

The residents had previously complained to the owner of
the house just east of them, about her feeding these ani-
mals, objecting about the peanuts she feeds the crows.
(Our gutters are full of peanut shells and since the crows
cause physical damage to our roofing — we think they’re
building crow condos with our shingles.) In addition, the
feed she puts out attracts rats!

The residents have reported the death of one dog and
missing cats so they called Fish and Wildlife about the rac-
coons. It didn’t sound like there was anything they could
do about the situation.

Often our first thoughts are that the cats are getting
picked off by the coyotes, but perhaps it is the rac-
coons. They are dangerous and very aggressive. I'm
guessing if there are young nearby they could be even
more aggressive.

| think feeding wildlife is causing a nuisance. It results in
property damage as well as injured, dead and lost pets.
Those cute furry creatures are dangerous wild animals. If
you feed them, they will come, stay and invite all their
friends and family.

July 14, 2009 Minutes
Innis Arden Board Meeting

The meeting was called to order by Board President
Michael Jacobs at 7:00 pm.

Board Members Present: Michael Jacobs - President;
Dave Fosmire — Vice President; Shannon Martsolf -
Secretary; Bob Allen — Buildings & Remodels, Harley
O’Neil - Clubhouse; Kathi Peterson — Grounds; Brian
Branagan — Activities.

Board Members Absent: Pat French - Treasurer,
Rick Leary - Reserves

Minutes: A motion was made to ratify the June min-
utes. Motion passed 6-0. (Brian Branagan arrived
right after the vote.)

Committee Reports

Treasurer — Pat French:

Pat was excused from the meeting; Shannon Martsolf
provided the following on his behalf. June financial
statements do not accurately reflect our June position
because we are waiting on attorneys fees from EKW.
Attorneys fees year to date exceed our budget, how-
ever Mike Jacobs explained that we can expect to
recover our expenses related to the Tronsen and
Carlson matters.

President - Mike Jacobs:

In Tronsen, Judge Rogers signed an order disbursing
funds held in the registry of the Superior Court. The
Club should be receiving payment of the $56K judg-
ment next week. The Club is working towards having
a receiver appointed to oversee the cleanup of the
house. With regard to the Board decision in Hollinrake
vs. Hanson, the Hansons requested an extension un-
til the fall to bring their birch tree into compliance. The
Board denied this request.

Vice President — David Fosmire:

The Vice President reported four new compliance pe-
titions were being processed and called the Compli-
ance Committee of Kathi Peterson and Bob Allen into
session. The committee made its recommendations
to the Board on three matters: the Reeves v. the Es-
tate of Mary Wells, the Brown v. Zhang, and the Mart-
solf v. Wright petitions. Based on the committee's rec-
ommendations, the Board voted unanimously to hold
hearings for those matters on August 12, 2009. Mart-
solf recused herself in the issue pertaining to the
Wrights. The arbiter in the Hecker v. Fleming matter

ruled that the Flemings' trees were not grandfathered
and must be brought into compliance with the Tree
Height Amendment.

Secretary- Shannon Martsolf:
No report.

Building and Remodels — Bob Allen:

There were no applications to be considered at this
meeting. Residents contemplating projects are en-
couraged to contact B & R chair, Bob Allen (206-542-
3219), early in their planning and to visit our website,
innisarden.com. This will allow timely meeting of
deadlines and avoid delays and misunderstandings.

Activities — Brian Branagan:

The Salmon BBQ will be on Sunday, Sept. 13th. The
Activities Committee is looking for an event chairper-
son to coordinate the large group of volunteers who
help out every year. If you're interested, please con-
tact Jeri Jacobsen.

The Activities Committee had questions about the
how the Clubhouse locks were keyed. Brian
Branagan will check with Susan Lundli to make sure
that renters are only given a key to the clubhouse, the
kitchen and the chairs/tables closet.

Reserves — Judy Allen presented on behalf of Rick
Leary:

During the months of April, May and June Ed Barnes
placed approximately 300 Coho fry into the stream
just below the Seattle Golf dam. These Coho Frye will
remain in the stream until next May. During a rain
storm they will get the urge to leave the stream and
venture to northern Vancouver Island / Southeast
Alaska where they will feed for two years. They will
then return to Boeing Creek if we have any luck.

We have made a total of 4 addresses to the City
Council to warn them about the erosion issues along
Storm Creek in Eagle Reserve. Judy Allen addressed
the city council on July 13 to provide a summary be-
fore the council voted on the Shoreline Capital Im-
provement Projects budget. We were not successful
in getting them to add restoration of Storm Creek to
the funded projects list.

We also have obtained the Danger Signs to post over

the collapsing lower Eagle Reserve Bluff. The sign

has the same printing on both sides. These

signs should be up within a few days. Judy Allen

Grounds — Kathi Peterson:

Twenty one detailed pages have been submitted to
the City of Shoreline for a permit to install art and
signage for four Innis Arden minor entrances. Permis-
sion has been granted by residences for 3 locations,
the 4th is out of town until the latter part of July. Ten-
tative approval has been given for a neighborhood
mini grant, the final approval must come from the
Shoreline City Council.
