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June 10, 2008 Minutes
Innis Arden Board Meeting

The meeting was called to order by Board President
Michael Jacobs.

Board Members Present: Michael Jacobs- President;
David Fosmire — Vice President, Shannon Martsolf -

Secretary; Bob Allen — Buildings & Remodels, Harley
O’Neil - Clubhouse; Kathi Peterson — Grounds.

Board Members Absent: Brian Branagan - Activities;
Pat French — Treasurer: Rick Leary - Reserves.

Minutes: A motion was made to ratify the May min-
utes, motion passed 6-0.

Committee Reports

A. Treasurer — Pat French: The cash balance at the
end of May was $289,089, which is an increase of
$20,640 from the prior month. The major reason for
this increase was the insurance receipts for legal
fees that were advanced. The cash balance is bro-
ken down by $87,000 for reserves and $202,000 for
operating expenses. Past dues assessments are
now at $16,800. Late fees and interest statements
that now include 2008 assessments were mailed out
in May. Legal fees receivable at May 31 are $6,100.
With the elimination of our legal defense insurance,
we may now need to add a legal defense reserve.

B. President - Mike Jacobs: Legal Update: The
Club's appellate attorney, Catherine Wright

Smith, filed a motion with the Court of Appeals to
publish the decision in Robert and Janet Carlson v.
The Club, et al. Litigation in Carlson Il continues.
Mike was able to obtain $30K from Travelers to be
paid from the attorney's fees recovered in Cotting-
ham Il for all costs and legal fees previously unreim-
bursed by Travelers in Cottingham | and II. As part of
the settlement in Blauert v. Hilyer and The Club, the
Club agrees to waive all fines imposed against the
Blauerts. The hearing set for June 11th to consider
the Rusts’ request to waive all fines will begin at 7:30
P.M.

C. Vice President — David Fosmire: One new compli-
ance request has been received by the Compliance
Committee. The Committee will be conducting its
preliminary investigation. Mr. Hollinrake has re-
guested a hearing for the Hollinrake v. Meln compli-
ance matter since the WAMS arbiter has rendered a
decision. The hearing is scheduled for July 16,

2008. Due to many requests during the past few
years, Fosmire moved and it was seconded that the
Board apply to the City of Shoreline for two permits
to bring trees into compliance with the Tree Height/
View Amendment. One would be for a Clearing per-
mit for the Clubhouse grounds to remove approxi-
mately two dozen trees from the south and west
boundaries of Reserve K. The other permit would be
a ROW permit to remove 42 trees from the Innis Ar-
den platted public streets between NW 190th and
NW 185th streets from Springdale to 15th Ave. NW.
The motion was approved 6-0

D. Secretary- Shannon Martsolf: Shannon introduced
community members and YMCA capital campaign
volunteers Steve Dunn and Don Mallett. They pre-
sented an update on the YMCA's construction pro-
gress and shared program information. The YMCA
is slated to open on October 4, 2008, pending com-
pletion. On behalf of the YMCA, Steve and Don sub-
mitted a donation request to support this exciting
new community asset. The board is considering the
request.

Christian Decker has applied to construct a stairway
access to the Blue Heron Reserve from the south
side of 17th Ave NW where the cement bridge
crosses over Blue Heron Creek as part of an Eagle
Scout project. Both Bob Allen and | have reviewed
the plan in detail at the site with Christian. This
plan was presented to the board for review at the
June meeting. The city will be contacted to see if
any permit is required since the staircase will abut
the side of 17th Ave NW.

The blackberries vines and other vegetation are
starting to grow close and sometimes over the trails

through Eagle, Blue Heron, and Boeing Creek

trails. | have been pruning many vines away from
the trails side. | plan to call for a work party in late
June to widen the trails by trimming back the vegeta-
tion.

H. Grounds — Kathi Petersen: This past month the
board contracted with Harvey Construction to do a
patio restoration of the clubhouse patios. They re-
moved 1/8" of topical layer (dried slurry), applied a
hardener and denifier and did over five diamond
grinds of the patio surfaces. The top layer of the pat-
ios was soft, so the initial diamond grind went down
to the aggregate, exposing an even distribution of
stones in the concrete. Then the patios were pol-
ished but not to a glossy finish, as there was a con-
cern about the patios becoming too slippery, espe-
cially in wet conditions. Jim Harvey returned a week
later to make some cement repairs to the larger patio
where rain had dripped from the roof causing crev-
ices in the concrete below. The following day one of
his workers hand polished the cement and the job
was completed. Seven additional Japanese Maple
trees are being purchased and planted on the club-
house grounds as part of the grounds restoration
project. Our club landscaper, Darrin French, had his
crew work on the grounds areas surrounding the pat-
ios this past week. Using a bobcat, his crew redistrib-
uted a huge pile of dirt formed when the smaller patio
(fire pit area) was dug out and framed. They made a
gravel walking path and will put in grass between the
patios and the tennis courts.

I. Clubhouse — Harley O’Neil: The Income for the
month of May was $1,250.00 and the expenses were
$312.20. There were activities at the Club House for
which no fees are charged. These include the
monthly meeting of the Board, Compliance meetings,
Activities meetings, Brownies as well as community
events. A proposal for non-refundable application
and rental fees will be proposed at the next meet-
ing. Proposals for floor covering in the Club House
will be made at the next meeting with material prices,
longevity of product, and contractor installation costs
discussed. Please ask residents to inform us if they
see anything wrong at the Club House or on the
grounds, like sprinklers that do not turn off. Remind
shareholders that Susan Lundli is the manager of the
Club House and she will answer questions about
renting the Club House.

The Amundson Garden
Artfully placed

Unique and distinctive, you won't soon forget this half acre
treasure for its eleven carefully placed sculptures. Bruce en-
joys collecting these wonderful pieces of art and deciding
just the right location for them so the garden enhances the
sculpture. Bruce and JoAnn have been gardening here for
over ten years and started from “scratch”; the property was
overrun with blackberries.

The entry and along the flagstone path are Hostas, bleeding
heart, February blooming Sarcococca and the bold foliage of
Acanthus, Crambe, giant Canna’s, Gunnera, Hellebore, and
the colorful foliage of Stachys, Senecio, purple sage, and
Spirea ‘Magic Carpet’.

Further down the path are more sculptures. The Amund-
sen’s landscaped the lower yard (which abuts Blue Heron
Reserve) to include ‘perches’ for these works of art. The Woman under the Tree (foreground), and the Sierra Sculpture (rock inside glass)

The Garden of Eric and Stacy Gillett
Wonderfully Water Wise

A mature big leaf maple, combined with Douglas fir, provide a unique high canopy offering a mix of shade and sun for
this drought tolerant garden. Six years ago, Eric and Stacy renovated their entire garden, starting from the ground up.
Most everything was cleared out and replaced, aside from a few worthy trees. The garden was designed with a keen eye
for long range water conservation. The absence of a lawn is the first step in water wise gardening. Plants were carefully
selected based on their tolerance for minimal water use once established.

Along the hebe lined drive is a large clump of Phlomis, or Jerusalem sage, and lavender, followed by the vegetable and
herb garden, which is anchored by two stately artichokes (both edible and ornamental!) and a five way combination apple
tree. It's fun to see that the banana tree is finally coming into its own. (See next page at left)
