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June 9, 2009 Minutes 
Innis Arden Board Meeting 

 
The meeting was called to order by Board President 
Michael Jacobs at 7:11 pm.     
 
Board Members Present: Michael Jacobs - President;  
Dave Fosmire – Vice President; Shannon Martsolf - 
Secretary; Bob Allen – Buildings & Remodels, Harley 
O’Neil  - Clubhouse; Kathi Peterson – Grounds; Brian 
Branagan – Activities. 
 
Board Members Absent:  Pat French - Treasurer, 
Rick Leary - Reserves 
 
Minutes:   A motion was made to ratify the May min-
utes. Motion passed 7-0.    
 

Committee Reports 
 
Treasurer – Pat French:  
Pat was excused from the meeting, but provided the 
following: The cash balance at the end of May was 
339,900 with accounts payable of 21,000.  The 
cash is broken down by 125,000 for reserves and 
214,900 for the club’s operating expenses. 
 
President -   Mike Jacobs:   
Legal Update: Judge Rogers imposed a $250 per day 
sanction on Mr. Tronsen for his failure to obey prior 
court orders that he paint his house and eliminate the 
rodent nuisance by hiring a licensed pest control com-
pany. The Club's attorneys have filed a motion to dis-
burse funds from the court registry to satisfy the $56K 
judgment entered against Mr. Tronsen who had 
posted a $110K cash bond to stay the foreclosure 
proceeding. The Club is still waiting for the mandate 
to be issued by the State Supreme Court in Carlson I 
so that it can collect the judgment entered against the 
Carlsons. 
 
Vice President – David Fosmire:   
The Compliance Committee, consisting of Fosmire, 
Allen and Peterson, met in open session to present its 
recommendations to the Board on petitions for the 
Gregory property at 18280 Springdale Ct. NW and the 
Tronsen property at 18270 Springdale Ct. NW. The 
Board voted to process the petitions further with hear-
ings scheduled for July 15, 2009. The parties will be 
notified. The Compliance Committee received 
three more petitions and is awaiting responses before 
it schedules site visits. 
 
In the Seafeldt v. Davis, Cox v. Kohn, and the Hollin-

rake v. Smith-Odell matters heard in May, the Board 
decided that trees on those properties were out of 
compliance and requested that the trees be brought 
into compliance. The requests have been complied 
with. 
 
Secretary- Shannon Grady:    
No report.   
 
Building and Remodels – Bob Allen:   
· Hoverson,18522 Springdale Ct. NW, add 20 ft. 

deck to West, replace deck on South.  Application 
approved 7-0 

· Cox, 18025 8th Ave NW, new front entry, enclose 
covered deck, replace windows and doors.  Appli-
cation approved 7-0 

· Montgomery, 1111 NW Richmond Beach Rd., add 
detached caretaker's house, add detached ga-
rage, preliminary informal review prior to Board 
meeting.  No application has been submitted. 

  
Shareholders whose building and remodel projects 
are not commenced within one year of Board ap-
proval must reapply to the Board. Shareholders must 
complete "All exterior construction, including clean 
up...within eight months from the date it is com-
menced..."  Failure may result in a formal covenant 
violation hearing before the Board resulting in fines 
being levied. 
 
Activities – Brian Branagan:   
Two new events were sponsored since the last Board 
Meeting: 
· Bike Fest was held Saturday May 16th.  There 

was great participation by Harvey’s Bikes in Lyn-
wood, Cascade Bicycle Club and retired Edmonds 
Police Officer Fred Banallo and the IA community. 

 
· The “Toast to Summer” Dance was held Satur-

day, June. Special dance instruction in Disco Me-
ringue was given by Jay Offutt of Jay's Dance Ex-
perience.  Thanks to: Christy Miller for co-chairing 
the event, to Judy Allen for her great decorations 
and to the members of the community who sup-
ported them. 

  
There is a meeting tentatively planned for Saturday 
morning, July 25, at 9am in the IA Clubhouse to begin 
“Ready Neighborhood” preparations and training. 
  
In other business, the Activities Committee is still in 
need of a volunteer to chair the Salmon BBQ and is 
considering launching a year-round “virtual” rummage

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sale.  Members of the committee are interested in 
participating in the planning for the clubhouse kitchen 
remodel and have a proposal for re-keying parts of 
the clubhouse.    The committee reported some prob-
lems with the freezer – the seal might be broken and 
security continues to be an issue with the loss of sev-
eral table cloths/linens. 
 
Reserves – Judy Allen on behalf of Rick Leary:   
The JARPA (Joint Aquatic Resource Permit Applica-
tion) has been revised to include more information 
about each of the 8 sites that we propose to modify in 
Storm Creek to slow down the water during the high 
flow period in the winter time.  We submitted the re-
vised application on June 5 to Ginger Holser, Wash-
ington State Department of Fish and Wildlife.  At the 
end of May we submitted the SEPA application (State 
Environmental Policy Act) to Paul Cohen.  We are 
waiting to answer any questions by Mr. Cohen so that 
we can complete this part of the JARPA process.  We 
continue to work with Mark Relph, Director of Public 
Works, and Jesus Sanchez, Operations Manager, for 
the City of Shoreline to keep the city informed and 
working with us to help solve the Storm Creek erosion 
problem.  
  
I have also met with the new Surface Water Manager 
for the City of Shoreline, Brian Landau,   I gave him a 
tour of Eagle Reserve and explained the problems 
that we are having with Storm Creek.  I also showed 
him the various erosion issues that we are 
also experiencing in Blue Heron Reserve and Boeing 
Creek Reserve.   
  
We are preparing a sign to be placed at the lower 
reach of Eagle Reserve that states: Danger, Keep 
Out, Hazardous Slide Area.   No Trespassing.  Viola-
tors will be prosecuted per RCW#9A.52.080.  Judy 
Allen on behalf of Rick, requested the purchase of 
10 aluminum signs, 14" X 20" which was approved for 
$17.00 each, plus shipping. 
 
 Dick Deal, Shoreline Director of Parks, Recrea-
tion, and Cultural Services, reports that he and the 
Shoreline Police Chief met with residents near the 
Reserve M park entrance to discuss the nuisance is-
sues in early April.   At the Police Chief's request the 
neighbors are going to be contacting the police de-
partment with license plates numbers from cars park-
ing in the neighborhood when kids are seen walking 
down into the park at dusk.  The assumption is that 
most of the cars are mom’s or dad’s and that a letter 
stating that your car was parked in Innis Arden and 

drivers seen entering into the park site after hours is 
illegal.  The parking is legal; the use of park after dusk 
is not.  Some neighbors wanted the streets in the 
area posted “No Parking” but the Chief informed them 
that the “No Parking” would also apply to them and 
their visitors.  Because of the economic down turn 
and because of loss of Parks Department personnel 
there is no progress with improving the trails in Re-
serve M.  It appears that the earliest that any further 
planning on Reserve M might occur is this coming fall. 
 
Grounds – Kathi Peterson: 
Innis Arden resident Jeri Jacobson pointed out the 
safety dangers inside the cement tubes behind the 
clubhouse. She and some neighbors offered to re-
move the cement tubes. They asked for Innis Arden 
Board permission, but before the Board could meet, 
the neighbors' time ran out and they're now unavail-
able to do the work. After some board discussion, it 
was decided that two board members would research 
the dangers between the June and July meetings and 
report to the Board at the July meeting.  
       
Several Innis Arden residents requested the use of 
the Innis Arden landscape workers to help with the 
removal of invasive plants in Grouse Reserve for 
three weeks. The work has been accomplished, but 
unfortunately at the expense of keeping up with other 
landscape duties around Innis Arden, most specifi-
cally at the Innis Arden main entrance. The landsca-
pers are resuming their regular duties and all the Innis 
Arden grounds will be cleaned up to the high level we 
expect within the next two weeks. The patience and 
understanding of the community has been very much 
appreciated. 
       
Local cement contractor Tim Hovde called asking for 
more time to finish a bid for concrete work behind the 
clubhouse if and when future funds are available to 
complete the re-design plan. A time extension was 
granted. 
       
A sprinkler box located next to the tennis court was 
broken. A heavy truck driving over it might be the cul-
prit. The box was replaced along with broken sprinkler 
heads by some of Harley O'Neil's workers. The sprin-
kler system had been set to work only twice a week. 
Due to the duration of days without rain recently, the 
sprinklers will be going on more often and during the 
nighttime hours for more saturation and less evapora-
tion. The grass areas surrounding the clubhouse are 
to be fertilized in the coming weeks so the grass 
should appear greener very soon

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Clubhouse – Harley O’Neil:   

Income for March was $1750; reimbursements for 
deposits totaled $150.  Harley and a sub-committee 
will be visiting other community club houses in prepa-
ration for upcoming Clubhouse remodel for the 
kitchen and flooring.  Harley is having the siding re-
placement project completed that was begun in 2008.  
The Clubhouse and part of the neighborhood lost 
electricity for two days in June, which also closes 
down the pool.  Harley reminds shareholders to 
please notify Seattle City Light if you lose power so 
they can quickly resolve the issue.   
 

Board Agenda 
 
The board discussed a bylaw amendment that was 
suggested by Judy Allen and published in the May 
bulletin.  Bob Allen made a motion to amend the by-
laws to require shareholders to keep the board in-
formed of their current legal address.  Motion passed 
7 – 0.  The bylaws will be amended in two places to 
ensure that shareholders understand it is their re-
sponsibility to notify the board of their legal address 
so they can be in receipt of all club communications.  
We will be updating Article 1, Meetings, Section 5, 
Notice of Meetings;  and Article 4, Section 3, Club 
Operations, sub-section E, Mandatory Dues to reflect 
this addition. 
 
See below for new language in bold that will appear in 
the bylaw: 
 
Article I. Meetings  
Section 5. Notice of Meetings. Except as otherwise 
required by statute, notice of the time, place and pur-
pose of each meeting, whether annual or special shall 

be given at least fourteen days before such meeting, 
in writing, by mail to each shareholder. No other publi-
cation or notice shall be required. It is the responsi-
bility of all  Members/Shareholders to keep the 
Board informed of their current legal address for 
receipt of all official communications from the 
Club. 
 
Article IV. Club Operation 
Section 3 Mandatory Dues (e): The Treasurer of the 
Board shall mail an invoice for the authorized dues to 
each shareholder. It is the responsibility of 
all  Members/Shareholders to keep the Board in-
formed of their current legal address for receipt o f 
all official communications from the Club.
