President (Dave Fosmire in Mike Jacob's ab-
sence):

On February 23, the Club, Hollinrakes and,Raschs
were served with a summons and complaint by
Robert and Janet Carlson, and our attorney is vig-
orously defending the Club against the suit, similar
to the Cottingham suit filed against us in November.
Executive meeting was held Saturday February 25™
(after public notice on Club website) and authorized
Peter Eglick to respond.

Vice-President - Dave Fosmire

On February 21, the Board deliberated on Hollin-
rake v Rust and made a decision (still to be pub-
lished). Board also continued the hearing on Hollin-
rake v Hoffman. Held another hearing on March 7
and Howard/Steele v Dragoy petition and will delib-
erate after receiving more information from all par-
ties. It did not hear the Rasch v Carlson petition as
planned because it has gone to an outside arbitra-
tor. Board made a decision re Hollirake v Hoffman

and requested Mr. Hoffman to bring trees on his
property into compliance within 30 days. Board
made decision for Hollinrake v Meln petition, based
on February 28 decision by arbitrator that Meln
trees are out of compliance, and set compliance
requirement as within 30 days from the March 7
notice of Board decision. Heard at length concern-
ing Smit v Flick and directed that Dr. Flick complete
his permit application to City of Shoreline by April
15, otherwise fines will be imposed retroactive to
March 7. Dr. Flick was also asked to bring into
compliance those trees not requiring permitting.

Trying to find way to connect
sprinklers in driveway area to the irrigation rather
than domestic/drinking water supply system, since
the rate is much lower.

The Board discussed renting the Tennis Courts to
outside organizations and voted against renting the
courts because of insurance liability and other is-
sues.

With Judy Allen's lead, preliminary work for design
and logo for entry signs to our community is being
done by Marta Lyall, Cost will be $500 and will
qualify us for a $5000 grant from the City.

Clubhouse — Harley O’Neil

Income for February was $1130. Expenses were
$7.90 for stamps. Harley asked the Board to con-
sider increasing as well as changing the pattern of
Clubhouse rental fees, noting that many facilities,
including his Spin Alley Bowling Center, charge by
the hour. Doing so would allow rental to more than
one group per day, such as for a birthday party in
the afternoon and another event in the eve-
ning. Brian Dodd suggested a minimum fee. Al

Wagar suggested different rates for different
events, for example, a higher fee for wed-
dings. Shelley Watson said that the Clubhouse

was always considered a gathering place for the
community and its events, rather than a money-
maker. After considerable discussion about the
merits of charging for set-up time, it was agreed to
involve the community before any Board vote on a
new fee schedule.

A work party was held March 4 in lower Running
Water to remove blackberries, remove debris and
install bareroot plants.

Work parties are planned for March 18 and 19 con-
tinuing in Running Water to get remaining debris in

full contact with the ground and plug logs with
mushroom spores. Depending on weather and vol-
unteer supply, will also work in Bear Trail and Blue
Heron Reserves.

Hidden Lake pump station/sewer project: Jennifer
Kauffman, King County Wastewater Treatment Di-
vision, will give half-hour presentation and answer
guestions at our next Board meeting. Project
planned for last summer but delayed till this sum-
mer. Judy Allen, Dave Fosmire, Fran Lilleness, and
Michael Rasch have volunteered for liaison with
King County Metro. The project probably be very
disruptive, with at least one traffic lane frequently
shut down. 12000 feet of sewer line and 5000 feet
of water main will be replaced. The King County
flyer on the project will be included as insert in Bul-
letin.

Judy Allen made presentation, referring to map
showing where water main and sewer replace-
ments are to occur and the three phases of project
(see enclosed flyer) - Project planned to start in Au-
gust or September and will continue for two and a
half years.

"Soft-surface" paved walkways but not sidewalks
to be included "where possible."

Ms. Rust is incorrect by stating that the maodatiues amendment was filed with
insufficient signatures. When Mr. Cottingham raitleid issue in 2004, | asked an at-
torney who has resided in Innis Arden for many gdarindependently review the sig-
natures on the individual amendments. That indiadwncluded that there were suffi-
cient valid signatures for Innis Arden 1, 2, anid 3ile the amendment.

Ms. Rust is wrong when she states that it WAeaad member who made the state-
ment that A.R.M. wants to bankrupt the Club. It wasommunity member who made
this statement at a Board meeting. The Club isrimogi considerable attorney’s fees
in defending against the Cottingham and Maddox la&®ven though the majority of
the expense is covered by insurance. On Febrar@@6, Innis Arden resident
Robert Carlson, an attorney, filed a lawsuit agfaine Club, Carlson v. The Innis Ar-
den Club, Inc., which seeks a declaratory judgrtigaitthe View Preservation (Tree
Height) Amendment is invalid and that there is nwss enforceability between divi-
sions. These issues were ruled upon in the Binses @ad the court’s decision was af-
firmed by the Court of Appeals. Nevertheless, Mairl€on, an attorney, is attempting
to re-litigate these issues necessitating thaCthb incur additional attorney’s fees.

Ms. Rust characterizes the informal hearing @edo decide covenant disputes as a
“kangaroo court”. Ms. Rust is obviously displeasgéth the recent Board decision that
her trees are out of compliance. The Board detedhihat trees on her property sig-
nificantly block the Sound and mountain views of heighbors to the east. At the
hearing, the Rusts claimed that they are exempt thee View Preservation Amend-



ment because these trees are in a wetland. Tareisf many failed arguments that the
Rusts made during the Binns litigation in the 1990n February 25, 1992, Special Master
Stephen M. Reilly, a former King County Superioru@taludge, rejected the Rusts’ conten-
tions that their Madrona trees were “grandfatherdit there was a slope stability problem
justifying a variance from the covenant, that thieees constituted a habitat for endangered
wildlife species justifying a variance, and thagitrenjoyment of the trees justified a vari-
ance. Significantly, the Rusts also raised #femse of a “wetland”. Judge Reilly ordered
the Rusts to cut their trees and stated that thieafly could have done more than they have
to comply with the view covenant.” The Rusts olngly did not wish to comply in the

early 1990's and still do not wish to comply.

The Board fully recognizes that the Rusts may wedid to obtain a permit from the City of
Shoreline to trim their view blocking trees becassme of those trees may be in a critical
area including a wetland. The City currently allgevaning of 25% of the canopy of a tree
in a critical area.

4. Ms. Rust is confused if she thinks that the Mikdecision in any way conflicts with the
court’s decisions in the Binns case which wasratd by the Court of Appeals. The Vi-
king decision by the Washington State Supreme Qqbheld the validity of the covenants
concerning the property developed by William andtise Boeing on the northwest corner
of 8th Avenue N.W. and N.W. Richmond Beach Drivaiagt a challenge thereto by a de-
veloper who contended that the covenants were gistamt with the Washington State
Growth Management Act. The Supreme Court unaninyauséd that the covenants which
are similar to those of Innis Arden were enforceabid consistent with the Growth Man-
agement Act.

It is truly unfortunate that the lawsuits have béitd against the Club. It appears that thesepla
tiffs simply refuse to abide by the decisions ia Binns case.
