March 20, 2007 Minutes 
Innis Arden Board Meeting  

 
 The meeting was called to order by Board President Michael 
Jacobs at 7:10 pm.     
 
 Board Members Present: Michael Jacobs- President, David Fos-
mire- Vice President, Pat French - Treasurer, Shannon Martsolf 
- Secretary, Brian Dodd – Reserves, Harley O’Neil – Clubhouse, 
Bob Allen – Buildings and Remodels, Tracy Landboe - Activi-
ties. 
 
 Board Members Absent:  Kathi Peterson - Grounds.   

 
 A motion was made and seconded to approve the 2007 Febru-
ary Board Meeting Meeting Minutes. Motion carried 7-0. 
 
 Committee reports were given: 
Treasurer’s Report – Pat French:  Pat distributed the Febru-
ary financial statements. Cash balance increased by 200,000 due 
to receipt of  Annual Dues Homeowners still have some time to 
get them in prior to the 3/31 due date. Pat is working with the 
bookkeeper to reconcile invoices. He intends to send past due 
statements after that date in accordance with the bylaws. He also 
intends to begin to send out invoices regarding fines owned. The 
board will meet in Executive Session to discuss further. 

 
 President’s Report – Mike Jacobs:  Presented an update on 
litigation involving the Club. On Friday, March 23rd in King 
County Superior Court, Judge Mertel will consider oral argu-
ment concerning the Club's Summary Judgment motions in the 
Cottingham, et al. lawsuit dismissing the Plaintiffs' claims. The 
Cottingham Plaintiffs have filed numerous  countermotions in-
cluding a Summary Judgment Motion that the Mandatory Dues 
Amendment was fraudulently adopted because of defects in the 
signatures of Innis Arden members and notary acknowledge-
ments. The court-ordered mediation in Cottingham has been set 
for April 26th before retired Judge Finkle. In Cotting-
ham, Blauerts and Rusts are requesting that Judge Mertel vacate 
the fines imposed against them by the Board despite a prior de-
cision by Judge Bowden in Blauert v. Hilyer and Club and af-
firmed by the Court of Appeals Commissioner which denied the 
staying of the fines. In Carlson, Judge Mertel ordered that he cut 
his non-compliant trees by May 11th and will enter an order on 
that date awarding the Club attorney's fees. 

 
 Vice President’s Report – Dave Fosmire:  Dave indicated that 
no new compliance matters had been brought to the board’s 
attention in the last month. There is a compliance meeting on 
3/21 regarding the clearing and grading permit on Lewis Prop-
erty. Letters were received from the community in the Hollin-
rake v. Rust matter. A neighboring property owner is very upset 
with the Rust claim of a wetland on their property which could 
impact their rights as homeowners and that they had concerns 
about the veracity of the Otak wetlands report – the board asked 
the Rusts to provide the full report for review. In the Smit v 
Flick matter, several letters were received indicating that 
neighbors did not believe the Flick property was in compliance. 
In both the Rust and the Flick matters, president Mike Jacobs 
reiterated that the board was a neutral party, that the board could 
only review the information but not create evidence on behalf of 
neighbors. If property owners have concerns about any compli-
ance issues, they could bring those to the attention of the board

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through the community procedures. In the Martsolf v Burns 
matter, the board received a letter from Burns’ attorney, Mr. 
Engle indicating she had been diagnosed with cancer and that 
she would request Seattle Tree Preservation to work directly 
with the Martsolfs on bringing her trees into compliance but that 
she may not be able to make the covenant compliance deadline 
due to health issues. In the Howard v. Dragoy, Oughton, 
Knauer, Montgomery issue, attorney Randy Boyer indicated that 
his clients have submitted a permit application and he asked that 
no hearing be held on 3/21 in the matter.   
 
 Reserves Report – Brian Dodd –Brian indicated that over the 
weekend, a neighbor reported that a significant BMX bike 
course has been constructed in Coyote reserve. When the 
neighbor tried to talk to some of the individuals using the course 
regarding the noise and the trail, they were uncooperative and 
she felt threatened. The nature of the construction of this is sig-
nificant. Some of the mounds are up to eight feet high, they have 
been created with rubber tires and significant destruction of the 
trail including substantial digging to create the course. Other 
residents have seen the trail being used for paint ball and mili-
tary-style gaming. There are liability issues with this type of 
“attractive nuisance” to the community. Several members of the 
audience indicated their support for the trail and providing an 
outlet for neighborhood kids to be involved in physical activity, 
while others were concerned about the potential danger and in-
juries. Many of the people using the course are adults and not IA 
residents. Several bags filled with garbage and vodka bottles 
were found along the trail as well. It has been recommended that 
the reserve be fixed as soon as possible. Dave Fosmire has 
posted new No Trespassing signs to replace those that have been 
torn down. Maggie Taber reported that she still has several 
plants remaining to plant in the reserves. The Club intends to 
top/remove six Poplar trees which border the edge of the ball-
field in the Clubhouse reserve; it has been 36 months since any 
trees were removed on this parcel. 
 
 Secretary’s Report – Shannon Martsolf – no report 
 
 Buildings and Remodels report – Bob Allen – 
· Gwinn, 17750 13th NW, application to remove carport and 

add decks to the north and east sides of their residence was 
approved. Plans submitted to add a three car garage with 
living space above and an extension of the kitchen to the 
east were withdrawn by the applicant, Mr. Gwinn. There 
will be no changes to the roof. 

· Hansen, 18361 8th NW, application to build an inground 
fiberglass swimming pool was approved. The pool will be 
plumbed to the sanitary sewer for excess water removal. 
Pool equipment will be exposed on a cement slab beside the 
residence. There will be no building associated with the 
pool. All aspects of the pool, pool deck and fences will be 
in compliance with Innis Arden covenants and City of 
Shoreline regulations. 

· Kirk, 18233 13th NW, application to build a new attached 
garage at the NE corner of the residence and a new main 
entry was approved. Wehmeyer, 16750 16th NW, applica-
tion to add a 12 x 16 ft. bedroom to the NE corner of their 
residence was approved. Roofline changes will be below 
the existing ridgeline.

Now that the Rummage sale is 
over, Harley will continue working on the Club House, he has 
new toilets being installed and new wall board to go over the 
concrete block as well as other planned improvements. 
 
 Activities – Tracy Landboe – The rummage sale was a huge 
success this year thanks to all of the marvelous neighborhood 
volunteers. The event was chaired by the wonderful team of 
Julie Forster, Karen Sando and Corinne Reeves this year and 
netted over 12,000 dollars. On March 16th chairs Jan Holbrook 
and Jeri Jacobsen hosted another fun evening of wine tasting. 
This year’s event was well attended with over 66 people enjoy-
ing each others company and fine food and wine. Upcoming 
events include the annual Easter Egg Scramble On April 7th at 
1:00 pm, at the Clubhouse.

We have a ruling on 1/6/07 by 
Judge Mertel that our bylaw procedure is enforceable which 
eliminates the need for the Warranty of Compliance. The board 
approved the rescission 7 – 0.

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Hidden Lake Sewer Improvement Project  
Construction moves forward! 

 
 King County’s Hidden Lake Sewer Improvement Project 
will increase sewer system reliability and protect public 
health and the environment by reducing overflows to 
Puget Sound. The county’s contractor continues to make 
progress on three projects in the Innis Arden area. 
 
 Construction near Boeing Creek Park will be complete 
by late 2007. Crews are now constructing underground 
odor and flow control structures in the park. In spring 
2007, crews will tunnel a new sewer line down 10th Ave 
Northwest between the park and the Hidden Lake Pump 
Station. Closure of 10th Avenue Northwest to through traf-
fic will be required for about four months. Local and emer-
gency access will be maintained. Work will be completed 
in the spring and summer to minimize traffic conflicts with 
Shoreline Community College. The contractor will also 
have to open cut a smaller, shallower sewer in Northwest 
175th Street, which will require single lane closures. 
 
 Work on the new Hidden Lake Pump Station is con-
tinuing. Crews expect to complete the building in 2007 
and then, most work will move inside for about a year. The 
pump station will take about two and one-half years to 
build, due to the complexity of the equipment inside, the 
need to switch flows from the old to new station, and 
eventual demolition of the existing building. The new sta-
tion is designed to fit in the neighborhood and includes 
native plant landscaping. 
 
 Replacement of the Boeing Creek Trunk Sewer in In-
nis Arden is expected to begin in June 2007 and be 
completed in late 2008. Work is currently underway in 
Richmond Beach. In June, work will begin along North-
west 190th Street, just west of the Innis Arden Clubhouse, 
and proceed south. King County staff will provide advance 
notice of work and work with neighbors to minimize con-
struction impacts.

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Litigation Update 
 

Carlson v Innis Arden 
Judge Mertel signed three orders. 
The first order grants the Club's re-
quest for attorney's fees against the 
Carlsons in an amount to be deter-
mined by a further hearing on May 
11th if the parties cannot agree on 
the amount of the award prior to that 
date. The Club's original request was 
in the approximate amount of 
$88,000. The second order denies 
the Raschs' and Hollinrakes' requests 
for attorney's fees and sanctions 
based on the theory of "prevailing 
party" under RCW 64.38.050 but de-
nying without prejudice the Raschs' 
request for attorney's fees and costs 
pursuant to other statutory grounds to 
be decided on May 11. The third or-
der granted the Raschs' motion to 
enforce Judge Burdell's decision that 
the Carlsons bring their six trees into 
compliance with all reasonable speed 
by May 11th unless prevented by the 
City of Shoreline  permitting process. 
Fines shall begin to accrue on May 
11 unless the trees have been 
brought into compliance or the Carl-

sons make an adequate showing that 
they  have been prevented from do-
ing so by the City of Shoreline permit-
ting process. The second and third 
orders are final judgments which pur-
suant to CR 54(b) allows for appeal 
to the Court of Appeals Division One  
 
Cottingham et al v Innis Arden 
A summary judgment hearing is 
scheduled for  April 12th, starting at 
9:00 AM and will last all day if neces-
sary ( room E-955, 3rd and James—
the King County Courthouse). 
  
The Club has brought summary judg-
ment motions for orders (1) dismiss-
ing Plaintiffs' challenges to the Man-
datory Dues Amendment and to the 
Club's status as a Homeowners' As-
sociation and (2) Plaintiffs' chal-
lenges regarding the Bylaw for Fines, 
Tribunals and Liens, Waste, Tres-
pass, and Misspending. 
  
Plaintiffs have filed a cross summary 
judgment motion for an order holding 
that the mandatory dues amend-
ment is void.
