Ed Barnes introduced several thousand salmon fry
into Boeing Creek near the dam in a continued effort
to support the return of salmon to the creek in early
May.

Judy Allen, Bob Allen, and | met with Jesus Sanchez,
Operations Manager, and Brian Landau, Surface
Water Manager for the Department of Public Works
of the City of Shoreline. Russ Gaston, a geotechni-
cal Engineer from OTAK and city consultant, also
discussed potential solutions to the serious erosions
issues in lower Eagle Reserve. Mr. Sanchez indi-
cated that the restoration of Storm Creek and, in par-
ticular, the extreme erosion issues at the

bluff in lower Eagle Reserve between the Aker's and
the Harrington's property are on their list of unfunded
projects. This puts the city council on notice that this
is a problem that needs to be addressed and solu-
tions to the problem funded. We will continue to
work with the city on this issue. Mr. Sanchez said
that they are also looking at whether or not they
might be able to include Storm Creek in their Boeing
Creek Basin Project that has been ongoing for sev-
eral years.

We are tagging many of the newly planted trees in
Grouse Reserve that were planted 7 or 8 years ago
when extensive maodification was done. We are try-
ing to determine the survival rate to determine if any
more planting needs to be done. So far Vine Maples
(Acer cincinatum) and Hazelnuts (Corylus cornuta)
are well above the required 80% survival rate.

The board approved getting a quote on determining
the property lines for lower Eagle Reserve between
the Akers and Harrington property so that it is clear
where we can work when we finally have future pro-
jects to restore the bluff approved.

H. Grounds — Kathi Peterson:

Innis Arden resident Kimberly Bell emailed me ask-
ing if her Daisy group could plant some flowers,
shrubs and/or trees around the clubhouse as a way
to contribute to and beautify the Innis Arden commu-
nity. There are 4 Daisies - K-1 who make

up Kimberly's Daisy group. On May 4th, during their
scheduled meeting, the Daisies planted 14 plants
(with a $100 donation from their troop) around the
Innis Arden clubhouse patio. They coordinated with
the existing color scheme and planted shrubs, laven-
der and perennials which will continue growing and
enhancing the landscape year after year. The Dai-
sies worked hard in the pouring rain to make our
patio area beautiful.
