 President - Mike Jacobs 
 
Insurance:    The Club obtained Directors & Officers and 
Employment Practices Liability insurance from a highly 
rated company effective October 22, 2006 on very favor-
able terms, $5000.00 deductible and a $3900.00 annual 
premium.  This replaces the prior policy which was non-
renewed due to the number of lawsuits filed against the 
Club.  The prior policy had a $25,000.00 deductible with an 
annual premium of $8500.00. 
 
Litigation:    In the Maddox case, the Club has brought 
Summary Judgment Motions which will be heard on No-
vember 17, 2006 before Judge Mary Roberts in King 
County Superior Court.  The issues involve whether the 
Club has the authority to impose mandatory dues under the 
Homeowners Association act and whether Maddox’s 
claims are barred by the Statute of Limitations. 
 
In the Cottingham case, the Plaintiffs, are attempting to 
have the Court’s decision denying their motion for class 
action certification reversed by the Court of Appeals. 
 
Regarding Blauert v. Hilyer and the Club, Blauert is seek-

ing modification of the Court of Appeals decision denying 
his motion for discretionary review of Judge Bowden’s or-
der staying the case pending determination of similar is-
sues in the Cottingham case. 
     
In Carlson v. Rasch v. Hollinrake, and the Club, the parties 
have filed Motions for Summary Judgment which will be 
heard on December 8, 2006 by Judge Mertel.  Carlson is 
challenging the tree height amendment which was upheld 
in 1998 by the Court of Appeals and enforceability of that 
amendment across division boundaries despite Judge El-
lington’s prior decision. 
         
The Carlsons have also complained in their lawsuit that 
use of the term “arbitrator” in  Article 4, Section 6 of the 
Bylaws means that they are being required to participate in 
formal arbitration under RCW  Ch. 7.04A (formerly RCW 
Ch. 7.04), the Uniform Arbitration Act, rather than under the 
“representative designated by the Board” authority in the 
Homeowners’ Association Act, RCW Ch. 64.38. The Club’s 
counsel in the Carlson lawsuit has indicated in briefing to 
the Court that Carlsons’ understanding is incorrect. He 
points out that the Bylaw itself states, in terms of statutory 
authority, that it relies on the Homeowners’ Association 
Act. He also notes that the term “arbitrator” is commonly 
defined  -- without regard to any statute --  as someone 
appointed to judge or decide a dispute. Nevertheless, he 
recommends amendment of the Bylaw to substitute 
“arbiter” which has a definition  virtually identical to 
“arbitrator”. This may help   A Motion to Amend The Bylaws 
to substitute the word “arbiter” for “arbitrator” passed 9-0.  
The Board will take a final vote on this amendment at the 
December Board meeting.   
 
 Vice President – Dave Fosmire 
Compliance issues: No new petitions 
· Received notification from Alice Burns' attorney that 

they have chosen an arbiter for the Martsolf v Burns 
matter. Hearing tentatively set for early January. 

· Hollinrake, Buchmayr, Jones v Lewis will be November 
15. 

· Letter from Kyle Flick requests, on behalf of Dr. Flick, 
another hearing concerning fines. This is scheduled for 
January 10. 

· Concerning derelict Tronson property, Mike received a 
letter from Christi Anderson, Shoreline Code Enforce-
ment Officer, stating that this property has a low prior-
ity, which has been the case now for over four years. 
Considerable discussion was given to options, includ-
ing getting the Health Department involved but with no 
near-term resolution seen as likely.

Three Directors will be elected to the Innis Arden Board at the annual shareholders’ meeting on January 
17th, 2007, and shareholders may ratify the Activities Chair. Shareholders may also vote to ratify the 
Budget. The terms of R.L. Smith (Treasurer), Maggie Taber (Reserves) and Al Wagar (Secretary) will 
be expiring. 
 
Candidates running for the Board positions must give notice to the Board Secretary, Al Wagar by hand-
delivery, mail, or  email at alwagar@verizon.net by the end of the December 12th Board meeting, if they 
want their names to appear on the printed ballot. Additional nominations may be made from the floor at 
the annual meeting. 
 
At the same time, candidates who wish to have a statement published in the annual meeting election ma-
terials and the Bulletin should submit their statements (up to 300 words) to the Bulletin editor, Carol 
Solle by December 17th, either by mail or email (csolle@earthlink.net). 
 
Residents who wish to have their ballots sent to an address not in Innis Arden should let the Secretary 
know as soon as possible. 
 
Ballots (including proxy ballots), candidate statements and meeting agenda will be mailed no later than 
January 3, 2007. 
 

 INNIS ARDEN ANNUAL ELECTION FAQs 
 
 Q. Why did the Board eliminate mail-in ballots?   
A. A 50% quorum of shareholders (270) is required to hold the annual meeting. Section 6 of the Innis 
Arden bylaws requires shareholders to be present “in person or by proxy” to count toward a quorum. 
Mailed-in ballots do not count toward the quorum and cannot participate in floor votes. With a large 
number of mail-in ballots, there is a risk that the annual election meeting might not be held from lack of 
a quorum. To remedy this issue, the Board voted to change the bylaws to eliminate mail-in ballots. 
 
 Q. I cannot attend the Annual Election but want to vote. How can I vote without a mail-in ballot? 
A. You can use a proxy ballot instead of a mail-in ballot.  A proxy ballot allows you to have a ‘proxy 
holder’ vote for you. The proxy holder can be any shareholder who will 
attend the annual meeting, or you can give your proxy to the 
Board.  You can ‘direct’ how your vote is to be case for any, all or none 
of the ballot choices on your proxy ballot.  Your proxy holder can also 
represent your vote if a floor vote is required. 
 
 
 Q. I am out of town in January and cannot attend the Annual Meeting. 
How can I vote with a Proxy Ballot? 
 A. Simple. You can give your proxy to your trusted proxy holder in 
person or you can mail it.

 Another way community members can be involved in the envi-
ronmental process is by volunteering to serve on the Aurora 
Business and Community (ABC) Team. This group will meet 
January through May 2007 to help during the environmental 
process. The City Manager will appoint approximately 12 to 15 
members to the committee.
