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August 14, 2007 Minutes
Innis Arden Board Meeting

The meeting was called to order by Board President Mi-
chael Jacobs at 7:08 pm.

Board Members Present: Michael Jacobs- President,
David Fosmire- Vice President, Pat French - Treasurer,
Shannon Martsolf - Secretary, Brian Dodd — Reserves,
Bob Allen — Buildings & Remodels, Harley O'Neil - Club-
house, Tracy Landboe — Activities; Kathi Peterson —
Grounds.

Board Members Absent: Pat French - Treasurer.

A motion was made and seconded to approve the 2007
June & July Board Meeting Minutes. Motion passed 7-0.

Committee Reports

A. Treasurer. Pat French absent, Mike Jacobs provided a
report on his behalf verbally. Pat provided the written re-
port.

B. President. Mike Jacobs - Cottingham, et al. v. The
Club, Judge Mertel awarded the Club $252,000 in attor-
ney's fees and costs following a hearing on August 3rd.
The Plaintiffs have indicated they will be delivering a
check to the Club on Friday. The Plaintiffs have filed an
appeal in the Washington State Supreme Court. The ma-
jority of the award for attorney's fees and costs will be
paid to the Club's insurer. In the Carlson litigation, Judge
Mertel awarded the Club $57,000 in attorney's fees and
costs. He set a supersedeas bond relating to his order
that the Carlsons remove their trees in the amount of
$84,000 as the Carlsons have filed an appeal in the Court
of Appeals. The Club will be filing suit against the Tron-
sons concerning their refusal to abate the health hazards
relating to their abandoned house on Springdale.

C. Vice President. David Fosmire convened a Compli-
ance Committee meeting in open session for the petitions
filed against the Carlsons on May 5, 2006 by Hollinrakes
and on June 10, 2006 by Staleys. The compliance com-
mittee consisting of Fosmire, Allen, and Peterson made a
threshold determination that there were numerous trees
on the Carlson property above roof height of the resi-
dence. Committee made a recommendation to the

Board to further review the petitions at a hearing. A mo-
tion was passed 7-0 to accept the recommendation and
set a hearing date of Wednesday, September 12". David
will send notice of hearings to parties.

D. Secretary. Shannon Grady — meeting announce-
ments.

E. Building and Remodels. Bob Allen —
