Message from Mike Jacobs, President

The City of Shoreline has proposed new tree regula-
tions designed to restore a 40% tree canopy City-
wide. This is an admittedly arbitrary standard and
there is no evidence of any crisis justifying this ac-
tion. Under the proposal, permits would be required to
remove any tree 4 inches or greater in dbh (diameter
at breast height) such as a small Cherry or Ap-

ple tree. Removal of any trees would not be permitted
unless a sufficient number of tree "credits" exist on an
owner's property. The owner would be required to
plant replacement trees and obtain a five-year

surety bond to guarantee survival of the replacement
trees. Tree removal would require the payment of
fees to the City to be earmarked for a forestry ac-
count. In some cases, three trees would need to be
planted for each tree removed.

The Board believes that the proposed revisions to the
Shoreline Tree Regulations are not only burdensome
and confiscatory , but "municipalize" trees thereby
creating a tangled and unworkable bureauc-

racy. These regulations would produce

a disproportionate hardship on Innis Arden. Senior

City Planner Paul Cohen has indicated that unless
asked by City Council or Planning Commission, staff
will not include any provisions that would exempt In-
nis Arden homeowners from the regulations regard-
less of our view covenants which the courts have rec-
ognized many times as both enforceable and desir-
able.

The Mercer Island code provides that a permit will be
granted, for example, where the proposed tree re-
moval is pursuant to a private covenant. The Board
urges Innis Arden residents to write to the City Coun-
cil (council@shorelinewa.gov ) and Planning Commis-
sion (plancom@shorelinewa.gov) to express their
wishes that our view covenants be respected and

to appear at the December Planning Commission
meeting (tentatively scheduled for December 3, 2009)
for public comment. In the Board's opinion, this plan
violates our property rights and penalizes our commu-
nity.

Innis Arden Board Meeting

The meeting was called to order by Board President Mi-
chael Jacobs at 7:10 pm.

Board Members Present: Michael Jacobs - President;
Dave Fosmire — Vice President; Shannon Martsolf - Secre-

Minutes: A motion was made to ratify the August minutes.
Motion passed 7-0.

Committee Reports
Treasurer — Pat French:
No report due to a delay of legal expenses incurred in Au-
gust.

President - Mike Jacobs:

Legal Update: The Club will be receiving approximately
$150,000 on the next week from judgments obtained in the
Carlson 1 litigation. The Club's Directors and Officers Li-
ability insurer, North River, has agreed to waive any claim
for reimbursement of attorney's fees and costs it paid
through May 31, 2008. After the date after, North

River denied further coverage and declined to pay the
Club's legal expenses. The Club will therefore be reim-
bursed for approximately $100,000 in attorney's fees and
costs it has paid after May 31, 2008 in Carlson 1 and 2 and
will have $50,000 earmarked for future fees and costs in
Carlson 2 which is pending in the Court of Appeals. In
Tronsen, Judge Rogers signed an order on August

28th appointing a receiver, attorney Kristi Anderson, to
oversee the clean-up of the house including abatement of
the rodent problem. This was necessary as Mr. Tronsen
failed to comply with Judge Rogers' orders to do so. The
City of Shoreline has proposed new tree regulations which
would make removal of trees difficult, costly and in some
cases not possible. Board members attended the City of
Shoreline Planning Commission September 3rd to voice
their objections; however, the Commission members
seemed disinterested in accommodating the view cove-
nants. Public comment will be taken at the next Planning
Commission meeting in December.

Vice President — David Fosmire:

Dave called the compliance committee into open session.
In response to a petition filed by Osnes, Hansens and
Lelands the committee made a threshold determination

that trees and vegetation on the Weiss property were
above roof height and moved that the matter be forwarded
to a hearing. The board voted 7 — 0 to hear the matter on
October 14™ at 7:30 pm in the clubhouse. Dave also re-
ported that he received one new petition and is awaiting
the response from the shareholder. Three matters will go
to a hearing on Wednesday, September 9, 7:30 at the club-
house: O’Neil vs. Rumvari; Marchisio v Soderling Family
Trust, Branagan v Henry. In addition during the hearing
the board will consider whether to impose fines in the Tron-
sen matter as the compliance deadline has passed and
whether to re-instate fines in the Hollinrake v Meln matter
as the city’s time requirement for retaining her trees has
passed.

Secretary- Shannon Martsolf:

Shannon reported that two board positions expire in Janu-
ary 2010. Shareholders interested in submitting their can-
didacy for the 1A Board should do so in writing by midnight
Tuesday, December 14'2009. You can email her at mart-
solfshannon@yahoo.com, mail it to the IA Club address or
present in person at an upcoming board meeting. Addition-
ally, we will begin to recruit volunteers in the next month or

Unfortunately,
Ms. Holser admitted that she had not completely reviewed
the application, but she discussed how they like the appli-
cation organized so that the biologists and engineers can
more easily review. The additional time needed to revise
the document will not allow us to submit the application and
then finish the work by the end of September for the fish
window. (The normal season for stream modification is
July through September when fish migration is low.) After
much discussion she agreed that the intent of the applica-
tion was a good one and encouraged us to revise and re-
submit the application.

Rick also met with Darrin French, our landscape manager
for the clubhouse and reserves, to get a good understand-
ing of how his crew spends their time. He now has a fairly
detailed outline of what they do for the clubhouse, green
belts, and reserves. | will use this to put together a man-
agement plan for the board review in October.

Grounds — Kathi Peterson:

On August 24, Bob and Judy Allen and Rick Leary went to
the Marenakos Rock Center in the dust and heat and spent
two hours selecting four rocks for the minor entrances to
Innis Arden. The name Innis Arden was etched on each
rock by Marenakos Rocks, delivered and installed at se-
lected Innis Arden locations on Friday, September 11th
along with 11 barrier rocks. The barrier rocks were placed
on the south end of the playfield along N.W. 188th Street
between the swim club entrance and 15th Ave. N.W. Last
winter a vehicle was able to enter the playfield and do fig-
ure eights all over the snowy grass doing extensive dam-
age. Now the entrances won't be as accessible since we
also hope to also plant Japanese Maples between

each barrier rock late this fall. In addition to working out all
the details of the purchase and placement of the minor en-
trance rocks, Judy Allen also managed the utility locators
for 8 utilities and worked with the City of Shoreline regard-
ing a requirement for posted street signs during the instal-
lation of the rocks. The signs we eventually used were bor-
rowed from Coluccio Construction. Looking ahead, we
hope to finish the fire pit and stage behind the clubhouse
as future funding allows. Judy credits the idea for this entire
grounds remodeling project to Innis Arden resident Fran
Lilleness who gave Judy a file of photos five or six years
ago of entrance signs of other communities similar to Innis
Arden. Fran got the seed planted for upgrading what we
have to something more visible, more long lasting and
tasteful. Our sincere thanks goes to Judy for being the
leader, planner, organizer and installation supervisor of the
entrance rocks, and to Bob and Rick for lending Judy their
keen eyes during the rock selection process. Our landsca-
pers did an amazing job of site preparation for each en-

trance rock. Their work made the rock installation go as
quickly as possible. Within a week, metal City of Shoreline
signs will be added to each rock along with artistic fronds
which will hold future signs for upcoming community
events.

Clubhouse — Harley O’Neil:

The Club House brought in $1,900 income and had $450 in
expenses. Siding the back and east side of the building is
almost complete. It was discovered that there are windows
at the very top of the Club House that were enclosed on
the inside and outside with plywood. The Innis Arden
Board will have to decide whether or not they would like to
re-open this area in order to access additional light for the
interior of the Club House. It was also reported that we
experienced one bad tenant this month who left the Club
House a total mess and we had one broken window. The
broken window has been repaired and the mess has been
cleaned up.

Harley is still looking for residents who would like to partici-
pate in determining what floor material should be used in
the Club House and what design should be used in up-
dating the kitchen. Please have people contact me at
